16TH ANNUAL “PAINT ILLINOIS” JURIED EXHIBITION

It’s time for Illinois artists to prepare for the 16th Annual Paint Illinois Juried Exhibition.   The purpose of this exhibition is to present visual interpretations of the State of Illinois as seen through the creative spirit of the artists who live within its boundaries.

Artists are asked to interpret the people, landscapes and sights of Illinois.   All paint media is eligible to be entered, including mixed media projects.  
     
The juror for this years Paint Illinois has not yet been determined.

Paint Illinois is open to all artists 18 years of age and older who reside in the State of Illinois.  Entries must be original and created within the last three years, and must be the work of the person in whose name it is submitted.  All entries must be framed and WIRED TO HANG, and do not exceed 42” in width.  Entries not properly wired will not be accepted.  Only works selected by the juror will be exhibited.

    
 If you would like, you may attach a brief statement to your entry form describing each entry.  The statement will appear by the work in the exhibit for the pleasure of the viewers.  Visitors to the exhibit are interested in knowing more about the picture - e.g. the Illinois location of the subject and what inspired the artist to choose the subject. 

     
Artists may submit up to three entries for a non-refundable fee of $20.00 for Paris Art Center members and $25.00 for non-members.

     
If the entries are for sale, please state a sale price.  If the piece sells, the Paris Art Center would be happy to receive a 25% donation of the sale price.  For insurance purposes, it is necessary to list an estimated value for entries not for sale for Art Center records.

     
Cash awards include one $250.00 Best of Show Award and four $100.00 Merit Awards.  Ribbons will be given to those who receive an Honorable Mention Award from the judge.  All awards will be given at the discretion of the judge.


The show is scheduled for May 11 – June 8, 2012.
