GUIDELINES FOR AWARD OF PARIS WOMAN’S CLUB, INC.

2.  The applicant to receive the award must be a Senior at Paris High School.


3.  Any award made to an applicant pursuant to the terms and provisions of the Paris Woman’s Club, Inc. Scholarship Trust will only be paid directly to the successful applicant’s college or university to be used toward that applicant’s tuition, fees, books and supplies.


4.  In granting the award to any individuals, no consideration shall be given the applicant’s religion, race, color, creed, gender or national origin.
